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Preliminary Insights from the Bihar Survey 

• The MS programme impacts different facets of empowerment 
in the long term and in the short term:  

- Attitudes and awareness appear to have been affected in the 
short-term.  

- Deeper processes such as political participation and household 
decision-making appear to require long-term engagement.  

- Intergenerational effects are an important indicator for diffusion 
of empowerment.  
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Way Forward  

Quantitative methods paired with qualitative methods such as 
documentation review and ethnography will provide deeper insight 
into the process and pathways of impact.
